Course Description:   

In this course, a co-requisite to MAE 540, Clinical Experience, we will study current 

issues in mathematics education. Students should become familiar with the research 

literature, as well as with the New York State Code of Ethics for Teachers and INTASC 

dispositions. Students should reflect on the implications of mathematics education 

research on their own classroom practices and also on the limitations of research. 

 

Required Resources: Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association 

sixth edition. A working laptop/tablet with access to the internet. 

 

Class Participation: This course will be conducted as a discussion, to accompany 

independent work by students. Students are expected to complete assigned readings by 

the professor and peers prior to class meetings and contribute to the class discussion. 

 

Literature Review Paper: Students will write a literature review paper (at least 10 

pages) on an approved topic related to middle and high school mathematics education. 

The paper should utilize a minimum of 20 peer-review articles. The paper should be clear 

and grammatically correct, and APA style (sixth edition) is required. A summary of the 

findings will be presented during the last class, December 4th. The paper is due by 

midnight on Monday December 3rd by email. 

 

Literature Review Paper Draft: Students will submit a draft of the literature review 

paper (4-5 pages) and present a summary on October 23rd.
